Ian Leete updated members on the action that had been taken since the Culture Tourism and Sport Board commissioned the work around Culture Strategy in a Box back in March 2019.
Lorna Reed from We Made That gave a presentation on Culture Strategy in a Box and highlighted the engagement that has been untaken within Local Government. 
Members made the following comments: 
· Bury named Greater Manchester Town of Culture for 2020 and would benefit from support for Culture Strategy in a Box.

· Smaller councils need greater support in the report.

· Detailing what a journey Councils can go on, and how councils get more involved in developing culture in their communities is important.

· Culture Strategy in a Box must become a living strategy for councils not just a document to ignore.

· This report could do with a greater range of County Councils as examples.
· Destination management organisations could be included within the strategy.

	Sport England Facilities

Kevin Mills, Director of Capital Investment at Sports England presented on the challenging environment for sports facilities within England  t.

Kevin Mills highlighted the severe financial pressure on facilities in local government, but with the work of Sports England is doing on the Affordable Sports Centres project, local government is seeing a change to these pressures. 66 new leisure facilities opened between 2012-19. However, a significant percentage of facilities have not been refurbished in 20 years.
Kevin Mills pointed members towards the Sport England Strategy 2021-25, which will be published by December 2020.

Members made the following comments:
· What work does the LGA do to work with councils to add value to their current facilities?
· Members have found Sports England a critical friend in developing facilities 

· Changing leisure’s centres to include more council services like libraries and adult social care can really unlock the communities interacting in these spaces
Officers responded:
· The LGA Leadership Essentials courses for councillors and officers, run in partnership with Sport England, both include sessions on facilities and cost-effective ways of redesigning them to meet community needs. We are exploring further improvement options with Sport England, including a peer challenge style approach.

	Culture Tourism and Sport Board Workplan

Ian Leete introduced members to the Culture Tourism and Sport Board Workplan and highlighted the three board priorities

1. Articulating the role of local government in contributing to a successful tourism industry and what Government can do to champion it, including promoting a national conversation on a tourism levy.

2. Social prescribing, ensuring councils are prepared and equipped to connect on this agenda.

3. Developing the evidence base for the impact of investing in culture, tourism and sport, with a particular emphasis on cohesion and economic impact.

Members made the following comments:

· Understanding the impact of a tourism levy would be helpful for councils considering adopting.

· Sharing best practice on social proscribing would be useful for members to take back to their authorities

· Investments around priority three from government needs to be followed up.

· Rural communities need a place within these priorities as do cities and towns

· Working with stakeholders with the NHS on the impact of culture and community health.

Officers responded:

· Fiscal devolution will see further mapping of what a tourism levy would look like

· Sharing the best practice of how local government is engaging with LEPs can be important for other authorities building relationships with their LEP. A spot light on the relationship between two tier authorities and LEPS can be a good start.
· Creative industries are the fastest growing economic industry in many areas, LEPs need to recognise this.

· We are working closely with People and Places Board and City Regions Board on Creative Industries and LEPs.
